Dent ists  might  consider  some teeth wi th  cracks,  fa i l ing current-endodont ics,  large
per iapical  radio lucencies,  or  dental  t rauma as unrestorable and/or  doomed wi th a
poor  prognosis.  This  presentat ion wi l l  share which of  these are more accurately
unrestorable ( fewer than many might  th ink!) ,  and that  endodont ics can save many of
these teeth!
